Present: Councillors Lutti Bates, Nic Cary, Michael Haines, Liz Hodges and Patrick Spink. 

In attendance: 2 members of the public at start; another member joined at 7.00pm.

1. Apologies of absence were received and accepted from Councillor Jones. 

2. Declarations of Interest or Applications for Dispensation were received from:
a. Cllr Haines declared an interest in Application 6f: 24/02646/FUL.
b. Cllt Hodges declared an interest in Application 6g: 24/02703/FUL.
c. Cllrs Bates & Hodges declared interest Application 6i: 24/02719/FUL.

3. To note correspondence received. No correspondence received for consideration.

4. Public Session: The following comments were received: -
a. Application e: Issues were raised about (i) distance to neighbouring property, (ii) size of site and its ability to accommodate two properties, (iii) application is incomplete, (i.e. CIL not accurate, plans are unclear), (iv) area behind this site should be considered too, (v) plan doesn’t reflect Cotswold Design Code
b. Application d: Campden Society hope doesn’t result in a new AirBnB
c. Application i: Cotswolds area should use wood/metal windows not UPVC 

5. Minutes: 
a. Minutes for the Planning Committee meeting held 10 September 2024 were approved as a true record and the Chairman was authorized to sign.
b. Minutes for the Planning Committee meeting held 20 August 2024 were not available and it was agreed to approve them at the next meeting.

6. Planning Applications:  To agree the responses to submit to Cotswold District Council (CDC) for the following applications
a. 24/02648/TCONR - T1: Conifer: Remove to ground level | St Annes High Street Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6AL
Response: The council object on the grounds that the application information submitted is incomplete and question where the tree is actually located.

b. 24/02609/TPO - 1 Hornbeam Cut back to Management Company/Householder boundary and improve the overall appearance and shape of the tree | 2 New Barrels Pitch Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6FA
Response: The council would like to see an arborists report on the proposed tree works and therefore object on this basis



c. 24/02653/LBC - Replacement of porch extension with glazed cloister to rear, remodelling of existing rear extension, internal alterations, new roof light to south elevation, garage and ancillary accommodation, new garden structures, realignment of stone boundary wall and new gates, and associated landscaping works | Brook Cottage Broad Campden Chipping Campden
Response: The council have no objection but concur with the comments of the tree officer with respect to the requirements for tree protection during works. The council also request confirmation that (i) the alterations remain ancillary to the main property and are not used for commercial purposes; (ii) that any lights on the new gates are minimal and conform with the dark skies policy, i.e. uplighters are not used.

d. 24/02652/FUL - Replacement of porch extension with glazed cloister to rear, remodelling of existing rear extension, internal alterations, new roof light to south elevation, garage and ancillary accommodation, new garden structures, realignment of stone boundary wall and new gates, and associated landscaping works | Brook Cottage Broad Campden Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6UZ
Response: The council have no objection but concur with the comments of the tree officer with respect to the requirements for tree protection during works. The council also request confirmation that (i) the alterations remain ancillary to the main property and are not used for commercial purposes; (ii) that any lights on the new gates are minimal and conform with the dark skies policy, i.e. uplighters are not used.

e. 24/02651/FUL - Demolition of existing garage. Erection of two dwellings, widening and alterations to existing access, new vehicular access, parking and turning and associated works | Marleys Aston Road Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6HR
Response: The council object on the grounds that the plans are unclear and the CIL form hasn’t been completed accurately. In addition, this is an over development of the site which doesn’t consider (i) issues of parking and access; (ii) the proximity of the new buildings to neighbours; (iii) the height of the proposed buildings which will exceed those of neighbours. The plans do not reflect the Cotswold Design Code so the proposed development will look out of place. Lastly the Biodiversity Net Gain policy has not fully considered existing diversity within the wider locality of the site.

f. 24/02646/FUL - Replacement of existing shed | Little Hay Westington Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6EG
Response: No objection, but council concur with comments made by Tree officer re Yew tree with TPO.


g. 24/02703/FUL - Proposed extensions and alterations to main house, including new annex extension | Halmas House Grevel Lane Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6HS
Response: No objection, council concur with tree officer report and conditions.

h. 24/02729/TCONR - Works to trees in conversation areas for Birch - Fell. Re-plant Horse Chestnut in a different location | St Catherines Roman Catholic School Lower High Street Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6DZ
Response: No objection

i. 24/02719/FUL - Replace existing single glazed windows and rotting single glazed double doors with double glazed UPVC thermal units | Broad Campden Village Hall Kitchen Lane Broad Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6UZ
Response: No objection, subject to use of UPVC that is sympathetic to Cotswolds vernacular, e.g. windows to have green exterior colour.

d. 24/01609/FUL - Erection of a garage – The Tithe House Church Street Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6JE APPLICATION PERMITTED

e. 24/02921/DD: Remove dead Atlantic Blue Cedar at Elmfield House Leysbourne Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6AD



f. 24/02855/TCONR: Fell to ground one very large multi stem, self seeded Hazel bush which is diseased, with several dead branches, and is obstructing the footpath and the roots are penetrating stone boundary wall Village Hall Broad Campden Gloucestershire. Status: Decided

g. 24/02747/TCONR:  Small cherry crab apple - removal. Small hawthorn - require removal Drury Cottage Back Ends Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6AU. Status: Decided
