Planning Committee Meeting

held in the Town Hall, High Street, Chipping Campden 
on 
Tuesday, 05 November 2024, 6:30pm
 UNCONFIRMED MINUTES

Present: Councillors Bates, Haines, Hodges, Spink and Webb.

In attendance: Town Clerk, John Dooley. Four members of the public.

1. Apologies:  None received.

2. Declarations of Interest or Applications for Dispensation were received from:
a. Cllr Haines declared an interest in Application 6b (24/03103/FUL).
b. Cllr Hodges declared an interest in Application 6c (24/03124/FUL).

3. To note correspondence received. No correspondence received for consideration.

4. Public Session: The following questions/comments were received: -
a. A previous application (23/01987/FUL) to convert and annexe outbuildings as ancillary to the main dwelling is now being used as an Air B&B. In addition, off-street parking has not been restored, leaving no parking for the property. The Clerk was asked to highlight this to CDC as an enforcement issue. Parishioners were advised to report this to CDC Enforcement too.
b. Concerns were raised that Application 24/03139/FUL (Item 6d) was a retrospective application and didn't meet recommendation in the NDP. Clarification of tests used, the results obtained and their interpretation was requested as part of the review.
c. During the meeting of 22 October 2024, why did councillors not declare interests at Item 2 and following declarations in Item 6i was this item inquorate?
d. During the NDP review, how will councillor's pecuniary interests be noted? Can the Clerk provide a copy of Annex 3?
Post meeting note: It was identified that due to GDPR, Annex 3 is unavailable for general circulation  

5. Minutes: 
a. Approval of minutes from the Planning Committee meeting held on 22 October 2024 was deferred until the situation raised in the public session is clarified.


6. Planning Applications:  To agree the responses to submit to Cotswold District Council (CDC) for the following applications

a. 24/03094/FUL - Full Application for Installation of electric gates to be hung on steel posts at 26 Fereby Close Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6ET
RESPONSE: NO OBJECTION

b. 24/03103/FUL - Full Application for Erection of half storey over garage and new stone boundary wall at 1 The Leasows Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6ES.
The Clerk reported that additional details had been added to the planning portal and the expiry date extended until 05 December. Cllr Haines abstained.
RESPONSE: COMMENT ONLY. Council agreed to request further details to clarify (i) is there a covenant/embreachment on the property driveway that would not permit the garden wall to be extended over the driveway as shown in the application? (ii) with the loss of the garage / full width driveway is the plan for the property to use of the parking spaces by reserved for guests/visitors?

c. 24/03124/FUL - Full Application for Erection of ancillary accommodation to dwelling (Renewal of ref: 21/00736/FUL) at Haydons Bank Station Road Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6HY
Cllr Hodges abstained.
RESPONSE: OBJECT. The Council objects on the following grounds: (a) the submitted paperwork is incomplete, for example drawing 158/P07 is misleading as it does not include the neighbouring listed building; (b) the Biodiversity form is incomplete/incorrect as it does not reference the previous application on this site and it fails to include several trees in the vicinity of the site; (c) the application is over-development of the site as the proposal has a large footprint with high eave height and large roof space meaning the building is obviously designed to have the roof space converted to a substantial dwelling; (d) the design is not for an ancillary building but for a separate dwelling in its own right; (e) The building is right up against the boundaries and will have a negative impact on its neighbours to the North and East; (f) The building will have a negative impact on neighbouring properties including the grade I listed St James Church; (g) It's impact on the Conservation Area is substantial.
Council noted that comments raised when this application was previously submitted are not available/missing from the planning portal and request that they are reinstated and applied to this application.
Council request that should the application be permitted it is imperative that CDC includes requirements to mitigate the impacts of this application on the listed building opposite and that the major trees along the site boundary are afforded full protection. 
d. 24/03139/FUL - Full Application for Erection of storm porch, alterations to lobby door and internal alterations (retrospective) and alterations to south-east extension (part retrospective) at Kingcombe, Kingcombe Lane Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6UN
RESPONSE: COMMENT ONLY: The Council concur with comments made by both the Biodiversity Office and the Conservation Officer. In addition, the Council asks if the applicant could consider:
(a) the use of other facing materials that are more in keeping with the vernacular of the building than the proposed cladding materials? 
(b) the use of a green roof on the grounds of both environmental and aesthetic considerations?
(c) other finishes to the concrete that would be more in keeping with the aesthetics and vernacular of the building?

e. 24/03140/LBC - Listed Building Consent for Erection of storm porch, alterations to lobby door and internal alterations (retrospective) and alterations to south-east extension (part retrospective) at Kingcombe, Kingcombe Lane Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6UN
RESPONSE: COMMENT ONLY: The Council concur with comments made by both the Biodiversity Office and the Conservation Officer. In addition, the Council asks if the applicant could consider:
(a) the use of other facing materials that are more in keeping with the vernacular of the building than the proposed cladding materials? 
(b) the use of a green roof on the grounds of both environmental and aesthetic considerations?
(c) other finishes to the concrete that would be more in keeping with the aesthetics and vernacular of the building?

f. 24/03094/FUL - This was an error/duplication on the Agenda, refer item 6a.

7. To consider any urgent planning applications received since publication of the agenda. 
a. 24/03310/TCONR - T1 Ash - Fell. roughly 25% healthy crown remaining. situated next to car park|The Fold Back Ends Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6AU
RESPONSE: NO OBJECTION: The Council request that a replacement tree is planted in another location as an environmental offset.

8. To note the following decision notices from CDC: The following decisions were noted -

a. 24/02729/TCONR - Birch - Fell. Re-plant Horse Chestnut in a different location at St Catherines Roman Catholic School Lower High Street Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6DZ. DECISION: NO OBJECTION

b. 24/02344/FUL - Erection of single storey side/rear extension at 51 Littleworth Chipping Campden Gloucestershire GL55 6BD. DECISION: PERMIT

9. NDP Review: Councillors discussed and agreed how the Planning Committee could complete the review of the NDP report from Andrea Pellegram. Cllr Webb offered an insight to approaches used by County and District Councils when reviewing large planning applications. This formed the basis of the process outlined below with the aim of allowing Councillors time to read the papers and come to a common understanding, identify the issues and what needs to be done and what it means before completing a final discussion and agreement is undertaken. To complete these initial meetings, it was agreed to:
· Use a “book club” approach where, via a series of meetings, all Councillors will read manageable sections of the report and discuss one section at a time. Councillors felt this offered the best approach to ensure both efficient use of time while remaining transparent.
· Cllr Webb offered to complete an overview of the report and suggest sections and order for this review process.
· All committee to be provided with a copy of the relevant papers. Papers, including all notes and comments, to be printed on A3 to allow Councillors to record their own notes and comments.
· Agreed actions, comments, notes arising from each meeting will be recorded on a Master copy. Cllr Bates to manage this copy.
· It is envisaged that a series of questions and points needing clarification will be produced from these initial meetings. These will be sent to CDC or Andrea Pellegram as appropriate for clarification before a final discussion and decision is made.

Actions:
· The Clerk was asked to investigate options including costs for printing eight copies of the complete paperwork. 
· A budget for printing needs to be agreed by Full Council.
· Cllr Webb to identify options for breaking the report into manageable chunks to review
· Councillors to agree an approach for recording progress against each section, question, issue etc 

10. Future Agenda Items: None.

11. Dates of Future Meetings: The date of the next Planning Committee meeting will be Tuesday, 19 November 2024, 18:30 if required.
