UNCONFIRMED MINUTES

In attendance: Town Clerk, John Dooley, Deputy Clerk, Dawn Laird, District Councillor Tom Stowe, County Counillor Lynden Stowe and 12 members of the public

Prior to the start of the meeting Cllr Haines thanked all the volunteers and helpers, attendees and the parishioners for their contributions towards the successful Remembrance Day event. 

1. Apologies: Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr Nic Cary. It was confirmed the meeting was quorate. 
2. To Receive Declarations of Interest and Applications for Dispensation
a. Cllrs Haines & Spink declared interest in Item 16
b. Cllr Bates declared an interest in Item 12 (Reimbursement)
3. Public Session: The following questions/comments were received:-
a. In future, will the Agenda include financial statements?
b. Is the Council considering the budget as it is not on the Agenda?
c. Can the public see the report from CEE referred to in Item 16?
d. Does the Council have a date for meeting with developers and can we have an update on CIL monies?
e. Will the Council run a public meeting about the development of Cutts Yard?
f. Comments about the content, process and timeline for reviewing the NDP were raised. Cllr Haines informed all present that this was being dealt with by the Planning Committee.
g. A parishioner requested an update on a complaint they raised. Cllr Spink said an investigation was in progress and this takes time.
h. Could Council confirm ownership of the hedge on Hoo Lane/Backends as it is overgrown? It was confirmed it was the responsibility of Highways.
i. A parishioner thanked the organisers for the Remembrance Day event, but asked why the PA system was not used?
j. Are vehicles speeds being monitored as the Speedwatch data shows around 40% of vehicles are speeding?
k. Could we have two disabled parking bays outside the Coop?
4. Minutes: 
a. Minutes of the meeting held on 08 October 2024 were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chairman.  Cllr Webb abstained.
b. Extra meeting notes from the confidential session on 8 October 2024 were received and agreed as a true record of the discussion.  Cllr Webb abstained.
c. Minutes from the Planning Committee Meeting held on 08 October 2024 were received.
5. Correspondence List: 
a. Town Council - Correspondence received was noted as follows:-

b. District Council - Correspondence received was noted as follows: None
c. County Council - Correspondence received was noted as follows: None.
6. County Councillor’s Report: Cllr L. Stowe reported the following:-
a. Highways are planning to repair the wall beside the Alms Houses in the next financial year
b. Potential issues around plans to remove some parking spaces along the high street have been raised
c. The development on Aston road is awaiting a report and survey data before serving notice on the tenant, but expected to see progress around Christmas.
d. Highways have had some problems within the team, but they are now working to clear the backlog. Issues raised through Fix-my-Street and by email are being dealt with so no need to resend.
e. Problems on Willersly Hill are due to the structure of the road and need more work
f. Cllr Stowe agreed to look into options for recycling blister packs as Doctor surgeries no longer do this. 
7. District Councillor’s Report: Cllr T. Stowe reported the following:-
a. The 25/26 draft budget is out. 
b. Increases in Green Bin and parking rates are planned. The viability of market towns following parking rate increases is considered in-the-round rather than at a local level
c. Cllr Stowe was asked if NI/Tax changes will impact CDC?

Cllrs L. Stowe and T. Stowe left the meeting.

8. Clerk’s Report: The Clerk reported the following: 
a. Flagpole – The Clerk confirmed planning permission had been submitted in 1999, but the planning portal was registering the application as still outstanding. It was asked if the council can assume planning permission was granted and is awaiting a response to e-mail.
b. Office furniture has been acquired
c. Mobile app has been installed and is available to install on Android & Apple. Cuttlefish informed the subscription aligns with the renewal of website (May 2025), so the initial subscription is for less than the year, as agreed. 
d. New pads have been installed in Post Office defibrillator which is now back in action.
e. A date in November had been agreed with the agent to meet with a developer (with residents invited), but the client would agree to a council-only meeting.
9. Invitations to / Attendance at Events:  No invitations to attend events were received by councillors.
10. Timesheets: 
a. Time sheets for Clerk and Deputy Clerk for October 2024 were received. It was agreed to pay the Deputy Clerk 114.5 hours.
b. The Town Clerk’s request to take four days annual leave over the Christmas period was agreed. The Deputy Clerk confirmed no annual leave dates were requested. It was agreed the council office would be un-manned from 23 December 2024 to 1 January 2025, inclusive.
11. Flags: 
a. It was agreed to retrospectively purchase a ‘Lest we Forget’ flag.
b. It was agreed to purchase a Gloucestershire County flag.
12. Finance, Standards & Audit:
· The Deputy Clerk advised the Council was awaiting information about the services charges calculation, therefore it was agreed to pay the lease for the Town Clerk’s Office and the Cells (Youth Club) using the old service charge rates.
· It was agreed to approve Andrea Pellegram’s invoice, subject to confirming rates were in accordance with the contract.

a. The list of payments (except those highlighted above) to be made in November was authorized – Appendix A refers. 
13. Flood and River Pollution Meeting: 
a. Cllr Webb was authorized to attend the meeting on Friday, 6 December 2024.
b. Cllr Webb provided a brief verbal report and received a question about how were upland areas being managed to alleviate flooding? It was agreed any further questions from councillors or public should be submitted by 2 December 2024.
14. Working Parties: 
a. The terms of reference for the Emergency Resilience Working Party were reviewed. It was agreed to increase membership numbers to four, to change the quorum to three and additional professional advisors, with relevant expertise, could be invited, on a topic basis, as required. 
b. Membership of the Emergency Resilience Working Party was reviewed. Cllr Webb was unanimously appointed to the WP. Membership: Cllrs Bates, Cary, Jones and Webb.
c. Membership of the Traffic Management Working Party was reviewed. It was agreed membership would remain unchanged. Membership: Cllrs Bates, Cary and Jones. 
d. It was agreed to appoint the Amenities Working Party as a committee of the council rather than a working party. One abstention. Terms of Reference to be prepared for adoption at the next meeting. 
e. Membership of the Lease Review Working Party was reviewed. Membership was agreed as Cllrs Jones, Webb and Hodges, plus ex-officio.
15. Civility and Respect Protocol: Cllr Spink noted this protocol did not include respect towards Council/councillors. It was agreed to accept the Civility and Respect Protocol. The clerk was asked to investigate a council/councillor policy, which also covered management of/behaviour at council meetings.
16. Grant Application (Visitor Information Centre):
This item was deferred to a future meeting.
a. Item deferred.
b. Item deferred.
17. Surveys: It was agreed that submitting a Council response to the following items was not practical, therefore councillors should submit responses individually.
a. Gloucestershire Fire and Rescue Service - ‘Risks faced by communities in Gloucestershire’.
b. Review of the Cotswolds National Landscape (AONB) Management Plan – consultation draft
18. Defibrillator: 
a. It was agreed to replace the metal defibrillator cabinet at fire station with the spare cabinet in the Clerk's office.
b. A sum of £300 for an electrician to install a new cabinet was agreed
c. It was agreed to employ an electrician to install the cabinet.
16. Community Speedwatch: Aston Road speeding figures for October 2024 were reported. It was suggested to add reports to the website and send quarterly updates to the Campden Bulletin. 
17. Items for Future Meetings: The following items were noted for future consideration: Budget, Climate change (in collaboration with Mickleton Parish Council), Amenities Committee meeting. 
18. Dates and Time of Next Meetings: Dates of next meetings were confirmed as 19 November 2024 (Planning Committee) and 3 December 2024 (Extraordinary Town Council Meeting).
